 Wichita State University Molecular Diagnostic Laboratory

» Wichita State University has created the Molecular Diagnostics Laboratory (MDL) to support the community and state
with enhanced capacity to test and control the spread of the virus in order to help people return to work and school
faster while supporting our health care, service providers and first responders. The State of Kansas and Sedgwick

County have both pledged to support expanded testing provided to the community by WSU MDL using Federal CARES
funding.

Businesses in the Greater Wichita region can now contract with and receive 24-hour COVID-19 test results for
